Internship Application 

The internship program at ABC6 is a unique one.  A career work experience provides an opportunity for a student to gain a better understanding of specific career options through short term, unpaid work experiences.  The career work experience is an extension of the classroom through the use of employer facilities.


We offer a very intensive, fun and “hands-on” experience that is very rewarding.  As an intern, there are responsibilities and guidelines we ask of you.


1. Students must be at least 18 years of age.

2. Students do not displace regular employees, but work under their supervision.


3. The student will be subject to all regulations applying to other employees while on the job and will notify the employer in advance when absence is unavoidable.


4. The student agrees to exercise safety and observe all safety rules in every aspect of the work experience.


5. All parties understand that the student will not receive wages for the time spent interning at ABC6. All participants understand that the unpaid internship is organized and maintained primarily to help college students’ secure valuable experience in preparation for future employment. 


6. The student must provide a statement prior to their begin date from their professor or career services coordinator on university letterhead stating they are eligible for participation and what the mandatory hours are to complete the accredited internship.


7. The student should be supervised on site for the time required by the college or university to earn credit.  A mutually agreed upon schedule will be determined by all parties.  


8. WLNE-TV / ABC6 observe the right to terminate the student’s participation and this agreement at any time without notice or cause.


9. Student acknowledges that their participation in the internship program may involve some risks, such as risks associated with traveling by automobile away from WLNE-TV / ABC6 premises to accompany an employee in covering a breaking news story.  The student assumes all of the risks of participating in the internship program.  Student hereby agrees that he/she, his/her assignees, heirs, guardians, and legal representatives, will not make a claim against WLNE-TV / ABC6, or any of its affiliated organizations, or either of their officers or directors collectively or individually, or any of its employees, for the injury or death to intern or damage to his/her property, however caused, arising from his/her participation in the internship program.  The student hereby waives and releases any rights, actions, or causes or action resulting from personal injury or death to him/her, or damage to his/her property, sustained in connection with his/her participation in the internship program.
